Typical questions to share in DNA group 
(Start with the 3 basic DNA questions, working up to the 8 questions)

What is God saying to/leading me through the Spirit?  (D)

What actions do I need to change (confess)?   Please help me and hold me accountable to the conviction above. (N)   

3. 
Did I pray for my non-Christian friends? How did I relate to them? (A)

4.
Money – Did I take or think of “unrighteous” money? 

5.
Power – Did I look approval from others or manipulate others?  

6. 
Sex – Did I watch sex-related media or indulge myself in thinking about it? 

7.
Words – Did I criticize others behind their back or judge them in my heart? 

8.
Do I share truthfully? 

DNA Principle 123

1. D1 – First and most important, commit to “walk with God” through devotion life (not in a legalistic way) and in real life situations. 

2. N2 – While sharing with your discipleship partners, commit to confidentiality and respect another’s privacy. Instead of criticizing and condemning, I commit myself to be encouraging and to graciously hold each other accountable to God’s gift of life and His words.

3. A3 – Learn and adopt a lifestyle of “Just Walk Across the Room.” Learn to have relationships with non-Christian friends. Pray for them fervently in your DNA group.
